The plot of a story is made up of a sequence of events. It is the writer’s plan for what 
happens, when it happens, why it happens, and to whom it happens. Typically, a plot is 
built around a central conflict. A conflict is a problem that drives the story. Most plots 
develop in four stages: 
 

 
Exposition: Characters and background of the action is described and the conflict 
begins.

ising Action: The conflict grows; excitement and suspense build.

limax: The point at which the plot reaches a turning point.  
April is attacked by the serial killer. 
alling Action: The climax is followed by the resolution where loose ends are tied 
 and the story ends.  
The killer is captured, April and Marshall escape with their lives, and the professor is 
vindicated. They also receive special gate keys from the professor to continue their game in the 
future.
